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ANDREW THE FIRST- CALLED 

APOSTLE-NOV 30TH  

St Andrew was from Bethsaida of Galilee; he was the 
son of Jonas and the brother of Peter, the chief of the 
Apostles. He had first been a disciple of John the 
Baptist; afterwards, on hearing the Baptist's witness 
concerning Jesus, when he pointed Him out with his 
finger and said, "Behold the Lamb of God, Which 
taketh away the sin of the world" (John 1.29,36), he 
straightway followed Christ, and became His first 
disciple; wherefore he is called the First-called of the 
Apostles. After the Ascension of the Saviour, he 
preached in various lands; and having suffered many 
things for His Name's sake, he died in Patras of 
Achaia, where he was crucified on a cross in the shape 
of an "X," the first letter of "Christ" in Greek; this 
cross is also the symbol of Saint Andrew. 

Apolytikion of Apostle Andrew the 1st Called in 
the Fourth Tone: As first of the Apostles to be called, 
O Andrew, brother of him (Peter) who was foremost, 
beseech the Master of all to grant the world peace and 
our souls great mercy. 

Kontakion of Apostle Andrew the 1st Called in 
the Second Tone: Let us praise the namesake of 
bravery, the divinely eloquent and first to be called of 
the Disciples of Christ, the kinsman of Peter. As he 
called out to him in days of old, so now he calls to us, 
"Come, we have found Him for whom we yearned." 

KATHERINE THE GREAT MARTYR OF 

ALEXANDRIA-NOV 25TH  

Saint Katherine, who was from Alexandria, was the 
daughter of Constas. She was an exceedingly beautiful 
maiden, most chaste, and illustrious in wealth, lineage, 
and learning. By her steadfast understanding, she utterly 
vanquished the passionate and unbridled soul of 
Maximinus, the tyrant of Alexandria; and by her 
eloquence, she stopped the mouths of the so-called 
philosophers who had been gathered to dispute with 
her. She was crowned with the crown of martyrdom in 
the year 305. Her holy relics were taken by Angels to 
the holy mountain of Sinai, where they were discovered 
many years later; the famous monastery of Saint 
Katherine was originally dedicated to the Holy 
Transfiguration of the Lord and the Burning Bush, but 
later was dedicated to Saint Katherine. According to the 
ancient usage, Saints Katherine and Mercurius were 
celebrated on the 24th of this month, whereas the holy 
Hieromartyrs Clement of Rome and Peter of 
Alexandria were celebrated on the 25th. The dates of 
the feasts of these Saints were interchanged at the 
request of the Church and Monastery of Mount Sinai, so 
that the festival of Saint Katherine, their patron, might 
be celebrated more festively together with the Apodosis 
of the Feast of the Entry of the Theotokos.

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Is only the academic or scholar a theologian? Can the term apply to the non-specialist too? I think it can and 

does. According to the Greek definition of the word ñtheologian,ò Theos means God and logos means word. 

Ultimately, Christian theology is an exacting articulation of the work of God because God is the Word and the 

Word is God. 

First a word of caution. The Christian Church of the East has granted the title ñTheologianò ð with an 

uppercase T ð to only three scholars in two thousand years: John the Theologian (the Beloved Disciple of the 

Lord, 6-100AD), Gregory (Nazienzus) the Theologian (d.390AD), and Symeon the New Theologian (949ï

1022AD). The rest of us, even at our best, are relegated to the lowercase t status of theologian. 

Bearing all this in mind and aware of the humility and even trepidation it should evoke, we also need to consider 

the great biblical examples such as John the Baptist who exemplified a life of prayer and fasting. Prayer and 

fasting is a theme found throughout scripture. Jesus instructed the Disciples that ñexcept by prayer and 

fastingò could they do mighty works in His Name. It extends into the life of the Church beyond the book 

of Acts as well and illustrates what the fourth century Desert Father Evagrios Pontikos wrote, ñA 

theologian is one who truly prays and one who prays is a true theologian.ò 

The Five Tasks of the Serious Christian 

So what are the five tasks of an informed Christian in the twenty-first century? The first task is to be a man or 

woman of prayer. Only in the solitude of prayer can we participate in the life of the Holy Trinity. Only as 

we approach the unity and harmony that the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit share together can we find harmony in 

our own lives where wisdom, peace and discernment can be discovered and flourish. 

The second task of the informed Christian is to proclaim the evangelion (the Gospel; literally in the Greek the 

Good News). The Christian is called to proclaim the Good News to a bad news world. The Good News at its 

foundation is that Jesus Christ has risen from the dead. This the central message which proclaims the most 

transformative event of history; one that changes not only individual lives but cultures, nations, even 

civilizations. 

The Five Tasks of a Christian who Desires to learn and Teach and Live the Faith 

in the 21st Century 
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Everyone is invited into the new life offered through this transformative event and the first entry way is the 

preaching of the Gospel ð the Good News must be heard before one can step into the life it proclaims. The 

partaking of this Gospel, this movement into new life is the experience of Him whom it proclaims. The Gospel 

then is something that must first be heard, then believed, and then acted upon. The Apostle Paul writes in 

Romans how Jesus is the fulfillment of the Messianic promise (chapters 3-4). In 1 Corinthians the Apostle 

writes how the True God has become King in the Person of Jesus thereby redeeming and transforming fallen 

humanity (chapter 15). 

Christians live between the Anastasis (Resurrection), the event that transformed all living creatures and all of 

creation, and the the Defteri Parousia (Second Coming) when Christ will come again but this time in glory. He 

returns as a reigning King to inaugurate a new kingdom that will reconcile the entire cosmic creation back to 

Him and which we believers in some measure already experience. 

The third task of a Christian is to help people live in reality and not to be in plani (spiritual delusion). Plani is 

increasing in our day although every generation battled it in one way or another. The Bible says that the Truth 

will set you free but it is important to remember that Jesus said, ñI am the Truth.ò Theology, then, cannot be 

reduced to abstract concepts alone. It has value only if it references and draws from Him who is the Truth ð 

Jesus Christ. Real theology is not merely a collection of words about God but must illuminate and reveal the 

concrete, existential content of real encounter with the Risen Christ who can liberate and transform of the 

believer. 

Spiritual delusion enters when theology abandons this charismatic and transformational dimension of 

communion with God. The believer is led back into the brokenness of the fallen world when this dimension is 

denied or when awareness of it grows dim. The Apostle Paul says transformation begins with our minds or nous 

in Greek (Romans 12:2). The mind must descend into the heart the Fathers of the Church teach, and we must 

develop the mindset of repentance at the foot of the cross of Christ in order to experience the post-resurrection 

power and joy that Christ offers. Through the cross joy comes into the world and this is as true of the lowly 

believer as it was with Jesus when he endured His extreme humiliation hanging on the cross. 

The fourth task of the Christian is to be a vessel of the Holy Spiritôs divine love, power and grace. Without 

obedience to God, the theologian will not be a fountain of mystical refreshment but rather a barren desert of 

empty facts bereft of real meaning. Jesus has to be the center of everything that the theologian says and does. 

We do not worship a creed, scripture, church, philosophy, theology or social gospel, but rather we 

worship a Person and that Person is Jesus Christ ð The Alpha and the Omega, the beginning and the end, as 

St. John the Theologian tells us in his Revelation written on the island of Patmos. 

Finally, the fifth task of the Christian is to be rooted in scripture and to be nourished sacramentally. Oneôs 

church community must be the most important building at the city in which they live. Only with this focus does 

a person remain grounded Christian life. 

True Christian Witness Begins With Prayer and Worship 

These characteristics of an authentic Christian life may sound like an impossible order if we attempt them on our 

own. Yet, if we trust and rely on Godôs strength, all things are possible. Keep praying and seeking our Lordôs 

direction. Consider these words of St. John Chrysostom: ñHe who is able to pray correctly, even if he is the 

poorest of all people, is essentially the richest. And he who does not have proper prayer, is the poorest of 

all, even if he sits on a royal throne.ò

In a speech in the city of Livadia Archbishop Ieronymos of Athens sharply criticized the 

governmental policy of the de-Christianization of Greece: ñYou have sold out and 

continue to sell out Greeceôs treasures, you give away our railroads, our ports, but our 

homeland and Orthodox Christianity we will not give up,ò reports Agionoros. 

 

Referring to the role of political parties in the modern crisis, the archbishop said: ñWe 

must clarify what we need, how we see the future of our children and families, and what 

aspirations we have. The time has come for us to wonder: óPerhaps itôs worth it to 

support not parties, but concrete people?ôò 

 

The primateôs words correspond with the teachings of St. Paisios the Athonite. To the 

question ñwho should we vote for?ò the saint answered: ñFor whoever is closer to the 

Church. Donôt vote for parties which call themselves Christiané We shouldnôt divide 

along party lines. Let us first love our Church, and second our homeland and vote for 

those who devote their energy to the struggle for them.ò 

 

 

 

 



 

 

Confessing in the Presence of a Priest 

Question: 

If we can make confession to God without the priest, then why do we have confession with a 

priest present? 

 

Answer: 

In the Epistle of St. James we read the following: Therefore confess your sins to each other and pray 

for each other so that you may be healed. The prayer of a righteous person is powerful and effective 

(James5.16). This has been the Ancient Christian practice from the beginning. Why? Because once 

you and I receive from the same chalice, the Body and Blood of Christ, we indeed become mystically 

united to one another, as member of Christôs Body. Thus, my personal sin, whether directed toward 

you or not, will affect you in some negative way. How? Because we are members of the same body, 

united by the mystery (sacrament) of Holy Communion. 

Therefore, in the early Church, following St. Jamesô counsel, confession was public; that is, one 

confessed oneôs sins in the presence of the entire faith community. When this became impractical, it 

was the priest who ñstood inò for the community, as its presiding officer and as its witness to the 

penitentôs repentance. 

Further, while we can indeed confess directly to Godðeven a casual reading of the daily prayers 

reveals that we should do thisðwe often find that we need help and advice in overcoming the very 

things we have confessed. 

We do not confess ñtoò the priest; rather, we confess to God ñin the presence ofò the priest who, 

as the prayer before Confession clearly states, is Godôs ñwitnessò and who, having witnessed our 

confession of sins offers pastoral advice on how we can better our lives and overcome the very things 

we can confess. Just as one would not attempt to diagnose, much less cure, oneôs own physical 

ailments, so too one should not attempt to diagnose, much less cure, oneôs own spiritual ailments. 

It is often the case that those who object to revealing their sins in the presence of a priest or to seek his 

advice have no qualms about revealing their sins to their neighbors, friends, psychiatrists, and so on, 

usually with the intention of obtaining adviceðadvice that is not necessarily godly or spiritually 

profitable, or even just plain ñgood,ò for that matter. 

Many years ago, a woman cornered my wife at coffee hour and told her that she was having an affair. 

She asked my wifeôs advice. 

My wife advised her that perhaps she should speak to me about this. The women replied, ñBut heôs a 

priestðI couldnôt tell him that!ò This is somewhat akin to the person who finds a huge lump on his or 

her body, goes to the doctor, and then asks the receptionist to diagnose it. No doubt the receptionist 

would suggest that he or she have a seat and allow the doctor to look at it, only to find that the person 

with the huge lump replies, ñBut the lumpôs much, much to big for me to show to the doctor!ò 

So, we confess in the presence of the priest to acknowledge that our sins, whether we wish to 

accept it or not, affect the entire faith community on the one hand, and that we cannot ñheal 

ourselvesò on the other. The priest is there to help us overcome those things for which we seek 

forgiveness, to give advice that a friend or neighbor might not be in a position to give, and to bear 

witness on behalf of the faith community, of which he is the spiritual father, that we have indeed 

repented and been forgiven by God. 
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Islamôs Will to Power: An Interview with Raymond 

Ibrahim 
 Of Egyptian Coptic parents and fluent in Arabic, 

Raymond Ibrahim is among those scholars and 

commentators who, like Robert Spencer and 

David Horowitz, is not afraid of calling a spade a 

spade. In this times of ours poisoned by 

politically correctness it comes like a breath of 

fresh air. 

He will not talk of Islam as ñthe religion of 

peaceò pretending that it is something that it 

never was. On the contrary, he will emphasize 

that contemporary jihadists just follow a strict 

application of the Koran, much alike the 

Protestant Reformers with their concept of sola scriptura (scripture by itself). The main difference is that the 

latter usually do not make themselves explode, or behead ñinfidelsò or are committed to a permanent strife with 

the West to subjugate it. 

The reason for this is that in the Koran, jihad is prescriptive and Mohammed, the perfect example for every 

Muslim, was a prophet but also a warlord. 

Q: The apologists of Islam tells us that Islam is very much part of the West as it helped shaping our 

culture with its innovations when it was still an empire. Here in Italy a renowned historian, Franco 

Cardini, recently said that ñIslam is at the base of modernityò. What is your personal view? 

Ibrahim: This view is just another example of how the true history of Islam and Europe has been so thoroughly 

distorted and warped in a way to glorify Islam and humble formerly Christian Europe.  Reality and historyðas 

recorded by Islamôs most renowned historiansðhas a very different tale to tell, one that was known by the 

average European child but which is now ñtabooò to acknowledge: warðor jihadðon Europe is the true history 

of Islam and the West.  Consider some facts for a moment: A mere decade after the birth of Islam in the 7th 

century, the jihad burst out of Arabia.  Two-thirds of what was then Christendom was permanently conquered 

and much of its population put to the sword and/or pressured to convert, so that almost no one today realizes that 

Syria, Egypt, and all of North Africa were once the centers of Christianity.  Then it was Europeôs turn.  Among 

other nations and territories that were attacked and/or came under Muslim domination are, to give them their 

modern names in no particular order,: Portugal, Spain, France, Italy, Sicily, Switzerland, Austria, Hungary, 

Greece, Russia, Poland, Bulgaria, Ukraine, Lithuania, Romania, Albania, Serbia, Armenia, Georgia, Crete, 

Cyprus, Croatia, etc. 

In 846 Rome was sacked and the Vatican defiled by Muslim Arab raiders; some 600 years later, in 1453, 

Christendomôs other great basilica, Holy Wisdom (or Hagia Sophia) was conquered by Muslim Turks, 

permanently.  The few European regions that escaped direct Islamic occupation due to their northwest 

remoteness include Great Britain, Scandinavia, and Germany.  That, of course, does not mean that they were not 

attacked by Islam. Indeed, in the furthest northwest of Europe, in Iceland, Christians used to pray that God save 

them from the ñterror of the Turk.ò As late as 1627 Muslim corsairs raided the Christian island seizing four 

hundred captives, selling them in the slave markets of Algiers.  Nor did America escape.   

A few years after the formation of the United States, in 1800, American trading ships in the Mediterranean 

were plundered and their sailors enslaved by Muslim corsairs.  The ambassador of Tripoli explained to 

Thomas Jefferson that it was a Muslimôs ñright and duty to make war upon them [non-Muslims] wherever they 

could be found, and to enslave as many as they could take as prisoners.ò  In short, for roughly one millenniumð

punctuated by a Crusader-rebuttal that the modern West is obsessed with demonizingðIslam daily posed an 

existential threat to Christian Europe and by extension Western civilization.  In this context, what use is there in  
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highlighting aberrations?   Even that one peripheral exception that so many Western academics tried to make the 

ruleðIslamic Spainðhas recently been debunked as a fraud in Dar²o Fern§ndez-Moreraôs The Myth of the 

Andalusian Paradise. 

Q: Do you think that there is any chance that Islam can accommodate with Western values, and if this is 

possible on what grounds? 

Ibrahim: For Islam to accommodate Western values it would first have to cease being Islam.  Countless forms 

of behavior that directly contradict Western values are called for in the Koran and/or hadith, and the ulema, are 

agreed to them: death to apostates and blasphemers, subjugation of Muslim women, sexual enslavement of 

non-Muslim women, polygamy, child-marriage, ban on and destruction of non-Muslim places of worship 

and scriptures, and enmity for non-Muslimsðare all no less Islamic than are prayer and fasting. 

Even Islamic State atrocitiesðsuch as triumphing over the mutilated corpses of ñinfidelsò and smiling while 

posing with their decapitated headsðfind support in the Koran and stories of the prophet.  To fully appreciate 

how much of Islam directly contradicts Western values, consider the findings of one Arabic language article by 

Dr. Ahmed Ibrahim Khadr.  It lists a number of things that mainstream Muslims support even though they 

directly contradict Western values.  These include (unsurprisingly): demands for a caliphate that rules according 

to Sharia and expands into ñinfidelò territory through jihad; death for anyone vocally critical of Islam or 

Muhammad; persecution of Muslims who try to leave Islam; rejection of equality for Christians and Jews in a 

Muslim state; rejection of equality for women with men; and so forth (read entire article). 

Anyone who understands how Islam is actually articulated knows that the assertion that it is ñpossible to be a 

Western liberal and mainstream Muslim,ò as Londonôs Muslim mayor recently said, is a grotesque oxymoron.  

Itôs akin to saying that itôs possible to fit a square peg through a round hole.  Itôs notðunless, of course, one 

forcefully hammers it through, breaking portions of the peg,  that is to say, the Muslim and or cracking the 

surface of the hole, that is to say, Western society. 

Q: One of the most repeated statements about Islamic terrorism is that it is the product of various groups 

of fanatics. Most Muslims are moderates and will never go around beheading people or having themselves 

exploded. Is this evidence conclusive? 

Ibrahim: Yes and no.  It may be true that many Muslims would not want to behead people or detonate 

themselves, but that is because they are not committed to or interested in Islam beyond the bare basics of 

survival.  However, it is wrong to think that ñIslamic terrorism is é the product of various groups of fanatics.ò  

Terrorism is actually the product of the Koran and example of the prophetðthe two things all Muslims are 

enjoined to follow.  And so long as these two pillars of Islam stand, so will they have adherents, even if a 

majority of nominal Muslimsðwho dare not apostatize due to Islamôs death penaltyðdo not literally follow 

them.

Any parishioner who did not fulfill their 2015 minimum stewardship 
pledge will be removed from the bulletin mailing list.  As always, 
bulletins will be available in the church office. 

  Section 2.  Parishioner in Good Standing 

A parishioner in good standing practices all the religious and moral duties as described in Section 1. At a 
minimum, a parishioner in good standing must: be eighteen years of age or over; be current in his/her 
stewardship and other financial obligations to the Parish, which shall include a minimum pledge of $250 
per year (approximately $5.00 per week), if an individual, or $300 per year (approximately $6.00 per 
week), if a husband and wife; abide by all the regulations herein stated and the Parish By-Laws; and 
cooperate in every way towards the welfare and well-being of the Parish. (Stewardship is recommended to 
be ten percent (10%) of oneõs annual income as stated in Holy Scripture to help meet the financial 
obligations of the Parish, the Metropolis and the Archdiocese.)  A parishioner in good standing shall be 
entitled to receive all mailings of the Church, including monthly bulletins, be entitled to receive discounted 
rental fees at Church facilities and be eligible to serve on the Parish Council, Board of Elections, Board of 
Auditors and all other Church committees, both elected and appointed.  The parish priest shall have the 
ability to waive the minimum stewardship requirement if a parishioner can show financial hardship.

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We have recently received a lot of returned 
mail because parishioners have either 
moved or gone away for the winter.  
Because bulk mail is considered òjunkó 
mail, it is not forwarded to a new address 
and is destroyed or returned to the church 
at double the cost of full postage!
